For a more reasonable but accurate way to measure acceleration, and thus the effect of engine tuning, a kart racer here uses a datalogging system to trace wheel speed (or driveshaft RPM) vs time. When plotted for an acceleration run, overlays of the various plots (using Excel or whatever, data dump to a PC) will show not only overall improvement (which is all the G-Tech will show) but also incremental improvement at every point. This will allow you to see where in your RPM range your mods are helping or hurting your performance. These systems only cost like $500, far better than what we use, with far more utility than the G-Tech.
