Subject: Keyless Entry, 11/2/98L

My car had nothing to start with, not even central locking so it has been a bit of fun adding all the extras.  The first thing to install was an alarm. I bought a uniden unit (1000xl) for about 130$ (65$US) there are cheaper units but this one will re-arm and lock the doors if you don't open a door within 10 seconds of disarming.  The remote for this alarm has two buttons, the second button can be used to silent the chirp or to drive an optional garage door opener/ extra receiver (40$US). I connected this receiver to open the hatch if the alarm is disarmed and the second button is pushed (the receiver can be configured to pulse or latch the relay contacts).  On previous vehicles I have connected this to close the sunroof and windows or to start the engine (with a one minute timer and a neutral switch) Remote start gets a lot of attention!  I purchased a central locking kit for about 40$US and installed it into the doors, this kit will interface with any car alarm (Rhino was the brand) I also added a backlit central locking switch from a Mitsubishi van (looks original).  Other mods include an intermittent kit fitted to the rear wiper (approx 10 $US), a bulb relay up grade for the headlights, light reminder, cruise control etc.  I also fitted an alarm siren under the dashboard to deafen any would be thief.

The above was all done with easily obtainable kits which is cheaper than designing/testing them myself, They also come with easy to follow diagrams and instructions.  The next project is to reverse the wipers for right hand drive (when I find the time)

A fuel cut off switch will work but you are switching a fairly high current, this means thick wiring so it is harder to hide.

A few better ways:

A switch that grounds the reference transmitter (no spark or injectors)

A switch that grounds the speed transmitter (no spark or injectors)

A switch that grounds the DME wire to the coil negative terminal (no spark)

A switch that grounds the Tachometer input (as above)

Of course you can wire a relay driven by an alarm to do any (or even better

all!) of the above.  My car is protected in this manner.
