Subject: digital clock

For my 1987 944S, I got a used digital clock from Kemptons in Tampa (a Porsche salvage yard).  However, if the clock works but you can't see it at night it means that the bulb is gone.  I did order the bulb assembly from Vertex in Miami.  This is s very small delicate assembly that in placed is the back of the clock

(insert and twist).   

The process of clock access involves removing the trim from the passenger side and the "secret" screws that reside behind the temperature sensor cover (That little quarter sized grill on the right side of the dash) which can be easily removed by turning counterclockwise with a coin.  The climate control module has to be loosened as I recall.  It is possible to reach the back of the clock without total removal for bulb replacement.  On re‑assembly, you'll need to find a way to attach the rubber hose to the air temp sensor grill so it stays on (You'll understand

once you're in there, not a big deal).

If you need more detail, Go to the archives for March 23, 1997, and look for Marv De Beque's  blow by blow description of the process which makes it sound more surgical than I recall it being.         Steve Gomberg, 1987 944S

Yes, there is a light in the rear of the clock module. Using a small flat screwdriver, remove the rectangular plastic cover plate next to the passenger side vent by prying it free.

All screws should now be exposed to remove the plastic plate that covers the clock. Actually the clock is screwed to the back of this plate.

Use a long flat pry bar and very carefully pry this plastic off.  All the plastic plates will snap very easily.

The bulb screws into the back of the clock with a 1/4 turn.  Porsche only part. (YEAH, I GOT MINE FROM A PORSCHE SHOP BUT IT WAS STAMPED OSRAM....)

WHEN YOU TAKE THE LONG PLATE OFF, THE AUTO A/c TEMP SENSING TUBE MAY COME OFF THE BACK OF IT (IT DID ON MINE).  IF SO, YOU WILL PROBABLY HAVE TO TAKE THE GLOVE BOX OFF TO REFIT (MINE DOESN'T STAY ON NOW, SO I'M LOOKING FOR A CLIP TO HOLD IT).

Chances are the bulb is burned out.  You must remove the trim piece that the clock mounts to.  This will give you access to the back of the clock where the bulb will be rather obvious.  You twist the bulb to remove it and replace.  Mine was about $.67, clearly the least expensive Porsche part I have found if you don't have to pay for installation which will take you about an hour.  Be very careful with the trim pieces, age makes the plastic very brittle.

I posted all the instructions some time ago but don't have access to that email now.  Let me know if you need it and I will dig it up tonight.

Remove the small round plastic air vent with a small coin (OR LARGE SCREWDRIVER) (turn anticlockwise ‑ QTR TURN UNTIL IT COMES LOOSE).

Using a small flat screwdriver, remove the rectangular plastic cover plate next to the passenger side vent by prying it free.

All screws should now be exposed to remove the plastic plate that covers the clock. Actually the clock is screwed to the back of this plate.

Use a long flat pry bar and very carefully pry this plastic off.  All the plastic plates will snap very easily.

The bulb screws into the back of the clock with a 1/4 turn.  Porsche only part. (YEAH, I GOT MINE FROM A PORSCHE SHOP BUT IT WAS STAMPED OSRAM....)

WHEN YOU TAKE THE LONG PLATE OFF, THE AUTO A/c TEMP SENSING TUBE MAY COME OFF THE BACK OF IT (IT DID ON MINE) IF SO, YOU WILL PROBABLY HAVE TO TAKE THE GLOVE BOX OFF TO REFIT (MINE DOESN'T STAY ON NOW, SO I'M LOOKING FOR A CLIP TO HOLD IT).

Subject: Clock bulb change

I completed today the clock bulb change as decribed below. I have added my comments in the text:

Replacement of the digital clock on a 1987 944S ***1986 944***

1. Open passenger side door and remove the triangular piece of trim that is on the side of the dash (one screw).

2. Remove the screw(s) for the passenger air vent which are now exposed.   I removed all three that may have been too many. The "slider" for the vent control can be pushed through the vent that should eliminate the need to actually remove the whole vent.

3. There is a plate to the left of the passenger vent which, when pried off, reveals two screws (remove).

4. Now the secret known only to a few German engineers (and everyone who e‑mailed me) ‑ with your fingernails or a coin, turn the circular climate control sensor cover counterclockwise (an eighth of a turn or so) and remove which reveals another screw (remove).

5. Remove all knobs for the climate control system (fan ‑temperature ‑ and the two sliders). *** The sliders come off easy, but temperature knob and especially fan knob were very tight. You have only to be brave and use some force to pull the knobs off. *** Unscrew the nut on the temperature control knob.  Unscrew all four screws in order to loosen the climate control assembly (need not be removed). *** I spent some time wondering 'what four screws?!?', but you'll first have to remove the black plastic dash plate which covers the climate control gadgets. Then you'll see the four screws. CAUTION! Be very careful when bending, removing and installing the plastic dash plates (especially this one; I broke it when ripping it off. Well, nothing that glue won't fix...). The plastic changes its mechanical properties and becomes very fragile over the years.  *** The two screws on the right hand side also hold the trim piece for the clock.

6. The trim is now loose from the dash. I found it a little difficult to get to the clock until I popped the hazard flasher switch out of the trim.  The clock is held to the trim by two very small Phillips head screws and two tabs that fit into slots in the trim. The screws must be removed. *** No need to remove these screws when changing only the light bulb.  The bulb comes off easily.  The bulb is located in a simple hole behind the clock without fastening.  The bulb, which sits in a slot attached to the wire, can be pulled off its slot.  *** There is a plug for the clock that comes off easily.

7. Replace your clock. *** I didn't have an 'official' spare bulb, and the car parts stores were already closed, so I went to the general store and bought 12 Volts small Christmas tree light set spare bulbs (all colours, cost $1). After a small file work the Christmas tree light bulb (I chose orange) fitted almost perfectly to the clock light bulb slot. Note the locations of the terminal wires of the bulb if using this kind of arrangement. *** Pop the hazard switch back into its slot. Prepare to do battle with the air temperature sensor that connects into a small black hose that is probably now hiding inside the dash. Find this hose before you reattach the clock plug and the four way flasher switch. Position the hose in the hole and push the trim piece in so that the sensor tube goes into the hose (this is the way I did it ‑ like the light in the fridge, I assume its working when I close the door).

Subject: Re: Replaced Clock Light ‑ Now What?

If I remember things right: Your clock has 4 wires: +12V continuously (otherwise the clock would stop when not driving the car)

Ground

+12V from the ignition‑switch to light the light.

+12V for detecting that the you switched on the lights

     It dims the light of your clock in the dark.

Why your clock is blank? I don't know. But it could be the rubber connector between the display and the printed circuitboard.  You may try cleaning it with some tapehead cleaner. (video‑head cleaner)  In my clock there's missing one piece of the most right digit.  I've had the clock apart once, but I cannot find the cause.  Sometimes though, when it is very cold outside, the part is working. It quits the job when the interior heats up.

Thnaks to all who replied re: replacement of digital clock on my 1987 944S.  Since I am fresh from the innards of my dash I will reduce this procedure to writing as follows:

1. Open passenger side door and remove the triangular piece of trim that is on the side of the dash (one screw).

2. Remove the screw(s) for the passenger air vent which are now exposed. I removed all three that may have been too many. The "slider" for the vent control can be pushed through the vent that should eliminate the need to actually remove the whole vent.

3. There is a plate to the left of the passenger vent which, when pried off, reveals two screws (remove).

Subject: Clock light replacement

You can replace the bulb without replacing the clock.  I used part 9995, bulb with holder, $3.78, from Tweeks.  Remove the glove box (be careful not to mangle the glove box light and switch at the top of the glove box when removing and replacing the box) and the cigarette lighter to access the back of the clock and the bulb. Disconnect the wire connector from the bulb, grab the back of the bulb holder with needle nose pliers and twist the old bulb out (1/4 or 1/2 turn counter clockwise), twist the new bulb/holder in.  Even with everything removed, access is tight.  I found getting the cigarette lighter out of the way and then back in was the hardest part (need to remove and replace the large‑diameter snap ring from the back of the lighter).

Subject: Removing dash to get to clock light

Lean down from the passenger side (eyes level with radio) and you will see two hex head screws just above your radio, Loosen these (no need to remove) pull off the heater knobs and the bottom panel will swing out from the bottom.  You will then see the other two screws going up into the clock panel, remove these and the panel will come out.  If you have A/C remove the knob (pry with two screwdrivers held horizontally against the sides of panel) then unscrew the retaining plastic nut. (If you don't remove this, the capillary thermostat will break) The bulb is the same type as the one that lights the ashtray.

Your clock light should be on during the day (i.e. lights off).  When you turn your lights on it should dim.  Changing it is easy.  You will need to remove the side triangular panel on the right side end.  There should be two screws under this panel that need to come out.  Then remove the slide knobs off of the climate control panel.  You will need to remove the cover to the climate control panel to get to two screws.  The last screw is behind the interior temp sensor grill.  To remove the grill, just rotate it carefully and it should come out.  That should be all the screws, 5 in total.  With care, you should be able to pull the molding containing the clock out.  You may need to disconnect the hazard switch and the cigarette lighter.  The bulb is right on the back of the clock.  When you get a new bulb it comes in a holder so do not worry about removing the bulb from the casing (black holder). It just twists loose. Installation is just the reverse process.

For you DYIers, I recently changed the light bulb on the clock on my '90 944S2. It's not particularly time consuming but it takes a "light touch."  For instructions I consulted the Rennlist archives and came up with a letter that appeared on the 924/944/968 List on January 16th this year.  I've edited the original posting, where I thought it might be more helpful and added my own comments where appropriate.  Many thanks to Konstanin, Ian, and Marv for their original suggestions (Konstanin, please forward my thanks to Ian and Marv for their input to you).

Changing the Clock Light:

Step 1.  Remove the two air direction slider knobs on the HVAC faceplate (leave on the round knobs).

Step 2.  Very carefully remove the HVAC faceplate by prying on the SIDE edges.  I used a tile knife, but any very thin, yet strong knife or screwdriver should work (THIS PLATE IS HELD ON BY BEING CLIPPED OVER LUGS ON THE PLASTIC PLATE BEHIND IT). The plastic plates are very thin so be very careful.  Resistance should be minimal!

Step 3.  Open the passenger door and remove the screw on the black triangle plastic plate on the side of the dash.  Two additional screws on the far right edge of the strip housing the clock should now be visible and should also be removed.

Step 4.  Remove the small round plastic air vent/thermostat opening with a small coin (OR LARGE SCREWDRIVER) by turning counterclockwise – QTR TURN UNTIL IT COMES LOOSE.

Step 5.  Using a small, flat screwdriver remove the small rectangular plastic cover plate next to the passenger side vent by prying it free (notch appears at bottom of plastic cover).  The two screws under this small plate can now be removed.

Step 6.  All remaining screws should now be exposed that hold the plastic plate covering the clock. Actually, the clock is screwed to the back of this plate.

Step 7.  Pull out the HVAC unit about 2 inches (5cm) so that the plastic plate covering the clock can be pulled out.

Step 8.  Using a thin knife or small screwdriver, very carefully pry this plastic off. REMEMBER, all the plastic plates can snap very easily but, when correctly levered, pull off with minimal resistance.

Step 9.  The bulb protrudes from the back of the clock.  It unscrews from the back of the clock with a 1/4 turn.

Additional notes: The bulb appears to be a standard, fully glass, bayonet style instrument light bulb (#73 instrument bulb available at any auto parts store in the USA), BUT it has been wedged into a small bulb holder along with very small, removable metal "plates" to make contact with the small wires protruding from the bulb.  It would probably be easier to buy the bulb from a Porsche dealer than to fashion a new unit, I suppose, but as I'm located 1-2 hours from the nearest Porsche dealer I fabricated my own unit by retaining the small metal plates and the bulb holder.  It didn't take very long and this was my first time.

  Konstantin also noted the following:

WHEN YOU TAKE THE LONG PLATE OFF, THE AUTO A/C TEMP SENSING TUBE MAY COME OFF THE BACK OF IT (IT DID ON MINE) IF SO, YOU WILL PROBABLY HAVE TO TAKE THE GLOVE BOX OFF TO REFIT (MINE DOESN'T STAY ON NOW, SO I'M LOOKING FOR A CLIP TO HOLD IT).

All of this took me less than half an hour and, thanks to Konstanin's, Ian's, and Marv's excellent instructions, I now have a clock I can see when the sun is down (which in upstate NY this time of year is most of the day).

Here's how to change the clock bulb:

1.  Remove the two air direction slider knobs on the heater controls faceplate (leave on the round knobs).

2.  Very carefully remove the heater controls faceplate by prying on the SIDE edges.  I used a tile knife, but any very thin, yet strong knife or screwdriver should work (this plate is held on by being clipped over lugs on the plastic plate behind it).  The plastic plates are very thin so be very careful.  Resistance should be minimal!

3.  Open the passenger door and remove the screw on the black triangle plastic plate on the side of the dash.  Two additional screws on the far right edge of the strip housing the clock should now be visible and should also be removed.

4.  Remove the small round plastic air vent/thermostat opening with a small coin (or large screwdriver) by turning counterclockwise.

5.  Using a small, flat screwdriver remove the small rectangular plastic cover plate next to the passenger side vent by prying it free (notch appears at bottom of plastic cover).  The two screws under this small plate can now be removed.

6.  All remaining screws should now be exposed that hold the plastic plate covering the clock. Actually, the clock is screwed to the back of this plate.

7.  Pull out the heater controls unit about 2 inches (5cm) so that the plastic plate covering the clock can be pulled out.

8.  Using a thin knife or small screwdriver, very carefully pry this plastic off. REMEMBER, all the plastic plates can snap very easily but, when correctly levered, pull off with minimal resistance.

9.  The bulb protrudes from the back of the clock.  It unscrews from the back of the clock with a 1/4 turn.

When you take the long plate off, the auto a/c temp sensing tube may come off the back of it (it did on mine) if so, you will probably have to take the glove box off to refit.

Lately, I've had a large number of requests for procedures for replacing the clock or temperature control unit or the light bulbs for the clock or cigarette lighter.

Subject: Replacing clock litebulb? 6/4/02

It is a dealer item since the small bulbs are soldered to the holder (I am assuming you have the digital clock).   The good news is that it is also a VW part # which I however do not have anymore - threw out the plastic bag a few months ago.

To expose all of the screws that secure the trim - do the following:

Very gently pry off the center plastic faceplate piece after the two slider knobs are pulled out.  This is also where the fan speed/temperature knob and the recirc. and aircon. switches reside.  This is a friction fit item and extremely thin  - so use caution and a flexible small spatula to urge it out. This will expose the end screw under the clear plastic housing of the aircon module. 

Use a coin to unscrew the circular temperature sensor vent by a quarter turn.  This will expose the second screw.

Open the passenger door and unscrew the Philips head screw that holds the triangular plastic piece at the end of the dash. This will expose the third and last screw.

After removing all three screws that hold the long faceplate trim, begin to pry it off the dash.  There is a good friction fit at the knob for the glove compartment so be extra careful at that point.

The clock is clipped onto the back of the trim piece - note: the small rubber hose that fits onto the temperature sensor opening. You will have to push it back on when you replace the trim.

At the back of the clock you will see the bulb holder.  It comes out with a quarter counter-clockwise turn.  Replace with a new bulb/holder and you are done.  Try not to unplug either the clock or other switches - they tend to get brittle and the plastic prongs are very susceptible to breaking off.
