Alexander: sounds like a temperature sensor is bad. I think the S2 has two sensors on the block, besides the sender for the dash gauge. Then there is another sensor for air temp. that is less likely to go south.  But if any of them do, the DME will have trouble metering the correct mixture for cold starts. The other possibility is a stuck cold air valve which will also in rough running only when cold - you can take this apart and clean it.

I would try changing engine temp sensors and squirting the cold air valve with a cleaner. You will probably see better mileage in addition to better cold starts after this.
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
