Water temperature gauge "hash marks" on my 1989 951.ees (F or C).

Lower edge of solid white, 40 C, 104 F

Upper edge of solid white, 60 C, 140 F

1st white mark, 80 C, 176 F

2nd white mark, 100 C, 212 F

Start of Red, 115 C, 239 F

With stock thermostat, fans come ON at 92 and OFF at 87 C.

Ever wonder what actual temp is being indicated on the gauge? or exactly when the fans are kicking in? 

Lately my temp gauge has been on the rise and as to the "why" I am still unsure. So I have been doing a bit of research. Factory manuals, etc. Here’s my findings for my 93 968. However the data should be the same for all 944 85.5 on. FIRST: Celsius, divided by 5,times 9,plus 32,equals, Fahrenheit.(F=9/5C+32) THE GUAGE: Has 5 points to reference temp: Bottom and top of 1st "thick" bar,2nd & 3rd bars, and the beginning of the red zone. The factory manual shows these in Celsius as: 40,60,80,100,115 degrees. Converted to Fahrenheit as: 104,140,176,212,240 degrees. THE THERMOSTAT: As far as I can tell there is only one temp available and it's 82 degrees C. or 180 degrees F. Which means the thermostat is opening at the 2nd bar, and fully open a tiny bit above. THE FAN RELAY: These are 2 stage. The factory unit is set to come on at 92 for low and 102 for high. Equals 198 and 215 degrees. This means low speed fan comes on about 2/3 between 2nd and 3rd bars on the gauge. High speed kicks in just above the 3rd bar. AFTERMARKET RELAY: Performance Prod. offers a relay that is 85 low and 93 high, this is 185 and 200 degrees. This would start the low speed at about 1/3 between bars and High at 2/3 between bars. For summer here in CA. where we get 100s in the valley, with a black hood, I think I will be trying out the new relay. I'm still not convinced my thermostat is bad it may be the relay is not starting the low speed. Cuz when it gets to the 3rd bar, high speed fan comes on and it cools back down to the 2nd bar. This just started happening, so something’s up. Anyway, thought you might appreciate the info. Cheers. Doug

Can tell you the position for a 924S/944:

Have a look at the biggest rubber hose that ends up in the intake manifold. Below the hose there are two plugs connecting to sensors. One plug has the typical L-Jetronic type look, that's water temp for the L-jetronic. The other one connects to the sensor for the temp gauge in the car.
