The alcohol works well and chances of a head gasket failure are very little since there will be only very low load conditions on the car during the test.  Make sure the car is very hot as you drive it in for the test.  Also change the plugs just before you bring it in.  One gallon of alcohol with 1/8 tank of gas is about right.  I passed a 13‑1 compression race motor with this method (actually it was too clean, and rose some suspicion [purely as an experiment]).  Also make sure you get a preliminary test before the check so if it is still off you can fix it before the actual test.  After two failures its smog referee time and they are very hard to fool.  Of course this is all speculative, as I would never endorse any method of trying to pass the California Smog Check illegally.
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
