Highly recommend getting yourself wired up with one of these.  We use the Pi Research System 3 Club on our GT-3, and have it set up to record not only speed, rpm and g-force, but also throttle position, steering wheel angle, suspension position, and engine parameters like oil pres, gearbox temp, etc. In terms of improving driving performance, a data acquisition system is worth more seconds on the track than a new set of shocks or 20 hp more power. It is expensive but money well spent IMHO. As others have said, you can instantly see where you can improve your times. It really allows you to see where you can push it harder without taking huge risks out on the track. Best of all, you can get someone quick to drive your car and figure out where and why exactly they are faster than you. Pi is probably the leading company (best represented data acquisition gear at Indy, F1, touring car, LeMans). They have basic systems (eg System 1) that can be had with software for under $2K. It goes up from there. The pluses of Pi is their software is great -- windows based -- and their hardware is very durable. Also they seem to have larger storage capacity which means you can log more data, longer.
