Safety Devices and Autopower both make roll cages.  Neither one requires dash mods. The SD cage is superior (mounts to sills instead of floor) but is more money and is more difficult to install.

IO Port Racing, Stable Energies, and a number of other places sell them. The Autopower cage should be about $5-600 depending on material, options, etc. The SD cage will be closer to $1000.

Regarding the roll cage, Huntley Racing www.huntleyracing.com can custom fabricate a roll cage for you at close to the Tweeks price.  However, are you sure you don't want to run the front tubes through the dash vents?

I have an '86 951 and my car will periodically be driven on the street.  Running the front tubes through the dash vents makes entering / exiting the car MUCH easier.  If your car is going to be used for track only, then not running the front tubes through the dash vents should be tolerable.
