Yes, this is a problem with the silly hose-clamps they send you to keep the sway-bar centered on the body. They loosen and slip and the drop-link bolts end up rubbing on the inner fender, or worse rip your brake sensor cable or ABS cable. I've used a 1-1/8" washer along with beefy two-piece aluminum clamps from McMaster. Go to www.mcmaster.com and check out their online catalog, see page 892. Make sure you clean all the grease off your swaybar before installing these clamps, and also a bit of grease on the washer on the side that rubs the D-bushing would help.
