I have owned four enclosed car trailers in the past 10 years, three have been Pace, I looked at Wells Cargo, Timberwolf, Haulmark, Pace, Featherlite, Exiss, Sooner, and Gold Rush.  Basically the construction of the Wells Cargo, Timberwolf, and the lower end Pace trailers are the same, plywood floors, sides, no insulation in top, screws holding .030 aluminum sheets to a light weight U shaped bow frame. The Pace Shadow is a step up in quality and construction materials, Bigfoot is the upper end of Pace and expensive for a steel trailer. If money is not an issue Goldrush is the best aluminum trailer you can buy, followed by Sooner, Exiss, Featherlite.  Exiss is the best buy in their Event series, the quality rivals Featherlite at 20% less money!  So depending on you frequency of use, budget, length of ownership, any brand name trailers will work, It is like buying a Hundai or a Mercedes or in between you get what you pay for.
